CALL TO ORDER/FLAG SALUTE

Mayor Bologoff called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. and led the flag salute.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Add New Business Item C, agreement regarding security for performance.

CM  Waldo made a motion, seconded by CM Barnes, to adopt the agenda as amended.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

COMMENDATION & PROCLAMATION


A.
Commendation Honoring KTSF-TV on its 30th Anniversary

Mayor Bologoff commended KTSF-TV on its 30th anniversary and wished it well in the future.

A KTSF representative Patti Schneider thanked the City of Brisbane for honoring KTSF.  She noted KTSF will be celebrating 20 years in Brisbane in about a year and a half, and she expressed her appreciation to the community for its support.

Proclamation Declaring November 9th Lung Cancer Awareness Day

Mayor Bologoff read a proclamation declaring November 9th, 2006 as Lung Cancer Awareness Day in Brisbane.  


C.
Commendation recognizing Peninsula Conflict Resolution Center on its 20th Anniversary

Mayor Bologoff commended and recognized Peninsula Conflict Resolution Center on its 20th anniversary. 

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS NO. 1

Wayne Hendrix, Brisbane resident, thanked City Councilmembers and staff for their hard work and dedication on behalf of the people of Brisbane.  He expressed appreciation to the League of Women Voters for hosting the recent presentation on the quarry housing project.  He said both Owen Poole, the developer’s representative, and project opponents had a chance to articulate their visions and concerns, but there are still many unanswered questions.  

Mr. Hendrix noted that members of the community have concerns about project’s impact on Brisbane’s quality of life and the long-term expenses associated with the development.  Mr. Hendrix recommended providing another opportunity for Mr. Poole to answer questions from Brisbane residents.

CM Waldo suggested contacting Mr. Poole via email and asking questions directly.

APPROVAL OF PAYMENT REGISTERS


A.
Approve Payment Register No. 1295 - $ 1,982,297.62

Mayor Bologoff drew attention to the last item on Page 15, an employee dental reimbursement, and to an entry on Page 13 for the same individual and same amount.  Finance Director Schillinger said he believed the expenses were for ongoing orthodontal treatment.  He offered to check to make sure there was no duplication.

CM Waldo noted an item on Page 12 for a Scorpion truck “mounted attenuated,” and he asked for more details.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained that this payment was for mobile crash barriers for trucks similar to those used by Caltrans.

Referring to an entry Page 14, CM Waldo asked where motion light sensors were installed.  Finance Director Schillinger responded that the sensors are located at the Marina.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to approve Payment Register No. 1295.  

The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

CONSENT CALENDAR

A.
Adopt Resolution No. 2006-49 supporting Measure N - General Obligation Bonds for Facilities Improvements of the Jefferson Union High School District


B.
Consider adoption of Resolution No. 2006-48 and GVMID Resolution 2006-02 authorizing the City Manager to appoint a City representative for discussions/negotiations with the City and County of San Francisco for an agreement to provide a reliable supply of high-quality water at a fair price

C. Consider adoption of Resolution No. 2006-31 stating that the city utilizes the National Incident Management System consistent with the integration of said system and the Standardized Emergency Management System in California

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to approve the Consent Calendar.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

NEW BUSINESS


A.
Consider introduction of Ordinance No. 516, waiving first reading, amending the provisions of Section 12.24.010 concerning modification of street standards

City Attorney Toppel noted that until two years ago, the City Engineer had authority to modify street standards.  That authority was moved to the City Council, but on further consideration, the Traffic Advisory Committee recommends going back to the former process.  Mr. Toppel said the City Council usually ratifies the decision of the City Engineer on engineering questions.  He proposed adopting Ordinance No. 516 to give the City Engineer authority to modify street standards, with the provision that any of those decisions could be appealed to the City Council.

CM Conway noted that having the Council consider a modification request removes the possibility of an appeal.  He expressed support for providing that extra step.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to introduce Ordinance No. 516 as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.


B.
Provide direction to staff as deemed necessary and appropriate for resolution of the encroachments into the public right-of-way on 500 block of Humboldt Road Right-of-Way

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained that at the intersection of Humboldt Road and San Mateo Lane, there are two houses that encroach into the public right-of-way.  He referred to Enclosure 1 to the staff report, noting that everything colored in red is within the public right-of-way.  He said this puts the staff in an awkward position when the homeowners apply for permits that have to be denied.  

Director Breault noted the two affected property owners conducted a survey and approached the City about finding a way to resolve the problem.  He said Enclosure 2 shows a possible solution.  He pointed out the prescriptive easement shown in green.  Director Breault proposed obtaining formal acknowledgement of the prescriptive easement from the owners of the property on the uphill side of the road, creating a 30-foot-wide public right-of-way, and offering the remaining portion, shown in yellow-green on Enclosure 4, to the two homeowners on the downhill side of the road.  He said this will result in the houses being entirely on private property, and the City would gain a 30-foot-right right-of-way.

Director Breault reported that the homeowners are generally amenable to this approach, but there are still some details to be worked out.  He estimated it will cost about $10,000 to $20,000 in curb and gutter work to realign the road so it fits within the right-of-way.  He invited Council feedback on the proposed concept.

Councilmembers endorsed the solution Director Breault described and encouraged him to proceed as proposed.


C.
Agreement regarding Security for Performance

City Attorney Toppel stated that Universal Paragon Corporation (UPC) received approval from the Regional Water Quality Control Board to conduct some remediation work along the drainage channel and other areas of their Baylands property.  Some of the area includes wetlands, and because the remediation work will cause some damage to wetlands, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers requires a mitigation plan.  Mr. Toppel said UPC’s mitigation plan has been prepared, submitted, and approved, and permits have been issued to proceed with the work.

Mr. Toppel noted that as a condition of the permit, UPC is required to post $1,700,000 as security for performance of the work, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers prefers that the City hold the funds.  He said the agreement provides that the City will take custody and hold the letter of credit until receiving instructions to draw down funds or refund the money.  He clarified that the City’s only role is to act as custodian of the funds, and he recommended approval of the agreement.  Mr. Toppel added that UPC plans to complete the work before the onset of the rainy season.

CM Waldo made a motion, seconded by CM Conway, to approve the agreement as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

STAFF REPORTS

 Report from City Manager on Upcoming Activities

City Manager Holstine reminded Councilmembers and audience of the 45th anniversary party for the City of Brisbane on Saturday, October 21, beginning at 7:00 p.m., at the Mission Blue Center.  He said daycare will be provided for children, and shuttle transportation will be provided from City Hall to the Mission Blue Center.

Mr. Holstine advised that the California Division of Forestry crews will be doing erosion control work on San Bruno Mountain in the areas burned in the mid-August fire.  He said there will be bulldozers as well as hand crews, and the work is expected to last a week or two.

B.
Provide direction to staff on appointment process for new Open Space and Ecology Committee member due to resignation of Elizabeth Gaffney

City Clerk Schroeder noted the City Council interviewed six candidates for the Open Space and Ecology Committee in May.  She asked if the Council wanted to appoint one of those individuals or start a new recruitment process.

CM Conway said that when he and CM Barnes attended the last committee meeting, they discussed reopening the process to be consistent with past practice.  He said the past candidates can be encouraged to re-apply. 

Councilmembers agreed that a new recruitment process should be opened.

Mayor Bologoff reported that he had been approached by a citizen about starting a History Committee, and he asked if the City Council wanted to consider this on a future agenda. 

City Manager Holstine said the City used to have a part-time archivist.  He noted he and Finance Director Schillinger have talked about having a college intern work on the archives next summer.  He observed that with the City’s 50th anniversary coming up in five years, this might be a good time to organize some activities and update the Brisbane history book.

Mr. Holstine offered to have the staff explore some options and come back with recommendations at a future City Council meeting.  Councilmembers expressed support for this approach.
