Presentation on Water Supply by City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault gave a presentation regarding water supply and planning issues facing the City.  He noted that the City has commitments for sufficient water to supply currently planned residential development in Brisbane and the biotech project at Sierra Point, but all other development at Sierra Point and on the Baylands must demonstrate how they will supply water to meet demand through new sources and/or significant water conservation measures.  He then responded to questions from the Commissioners.    

NEW BUSINESS

PUBLIC HEARING:  88 Thomas Avenue; Variance V-2-09, Variance for Development on a Ridgeline, Determination of Consistency with the Agreement with Respect to the San Bruno Mountain Area Habitat Conservation Plan and the Section 10(a) Permit for Proposed Single-Family Residence, and Planning Commission Review for 982+/- Cubic Yards of Grading; Wing Lee, applicant; Gladys Chan, owner; APN 007-350-310

Senior Planner Tune summarized the agenda report.  Referring to topographic maps and models on display, he explained how the southern end of the proposed house would extend above the existing apartment house at 21 Thomas Avenue into the view of San Bruno Mountain from the Bay Trail along the southeast side of the Brisbane Lagoon, while the rest of the house would not further block views already blocked by the apartment building at 21 Thomas Avenue and the existing house at 88 Thomas Avenue.  Senior Planner Tune then responded to questions from the Commission. 

Acting Chairperson Lentz opened the public hearing.


Wing Lee, applicant and architect for the project, spoke in favor of the proposal, as did Rich Chan, one of the owners of the property.  Mr. Wing responded to questions from the Commissioners.


At 9:20 p.m., the Commission took a 10-minute break during which the Commissioners viewed the models prepared by staff.


Storrs Hoen spoke in opposition to the requested Variance.  Danny Ames, Beth Grossman, Roger Baldwin and Avi Hoen also opposed the proposed project.

Commissioner Munir moved, seconded by Commissioner Hunter, to close the public hearing.  The motion was unanimously approved and the public hearing was closed. 

After discussion of various ways in which the project could be revised to better fit the ridgeline, Commissioner Munir moved to continue the item to the meeting of October 22, 2009.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hunter and unanimously approved.
