CALL TO ORDER/FLAG SALUTE

Mayor Barnes called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and led the flag salute.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA
City Attorney Toppel recommended adding a Closed Session to discuss pending litigation for an action initiated by the City.

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to adopt the agenda as amended.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

PROCLAMATION

Declaring April 21st through April 25th, 2008 West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness Week

Mayor Barnes read highlights of a proclamation declaring April 21 through 25, 2008 West Nile Virus and Mosquito and Vector Control Awareness Week.  He urged citizens to eliminate mosquito habitat wherever possible and to contact the San Mateo County Mosquito and Vector Control Abatement District for help in dealing with conditions conducive to mosquitoes.

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to approve Items B through E and Item H.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

A.
Adopt City Council Minutes of March 17, 2008

CM Conway indicated that he intended to abstain from voting because he did not attend the March 17 meeting.

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to adopt the March 17 minutes as presented.  The motion was carried, 4 - 0 - 1 (CM Conway abstaining).


F.
Approve the award of a new janitorial contract to Jan-Pro Cleaning Systems of San Francisco for the cleaning of the facilities at the Brisbane Marina

CM Conway said he did not see the City Attorney’s signature on the contract.  City Attorney Toppel confirmed that he reviewed the contract and negotiated some revisions.  He said his signature was inadvertently omitted.

CM Bologoff asked why the City was not using the janitorial service that cleaned the Mission Blue Center and City Hall.  Marina Services Director Warburton advised that that firm was cleaning the restrooms and harbormaster’s office at the Marina.  He noted the City has contracted with the same firm for ten years, and he thought it would be prudent to obtain new bids for the services.

CM Bologoff made a motion, seconded by CM Conway, to approve the contract as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.


G.
Consider approval of Diane Glazman’s request for co-sponsorship of the Starlight Reading Series

Mayor Barnes said he spoke with Ms. Glazman before the meeting, and he invited her to discuss the Starlight Reading Series and partnership opportunities with other agencies.

Diane Glazman, Brisbane resident, clarified that the Starlight Reading Series would not conflict with any Brisbane Library programs.  She said the series is focused on independent authors who may not have wide commercial audiences, and the organizers plan to partner with national and local literary magazines and organizations to attract readers.  Ms. Glazman commented that there is a dearth of literary events on the San Francisco Peninsula, and the two events next fall and subsequent events during the winter will help fill that gap.  She added that the Mission Blue Center is an excellent venue for a reading series, and Brisbane is lucky to have this facility.  She requested that the Council approve the co-sponsorship request as proposed.

CM Richardson said she was pleased and excited about this opportunity to offer a new cultural event in Brisbane.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Richardson, to approve the co-sponsorship request as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

NEW BUSINESS


A. 
General Plan Update - Noise Element

Community Development Director Prince said the City Council finished its review of the General Plan, except for the noise section of the Health and Safety Element.  He noted the staff had thought about moving the noise section to the Circulation and Transportation Element, but decided noise would be better addressed as a health issue.  

Community Development Director Prince drew attention to the noise contour maps of Brisbane and pointed out that noise levels are generally higher near major roadways.  He stated that the 1993 noise survey results, described in the General Plan, indicated that 74 percent of respondents reported the most problems from aircraft noise, followed by noise from vehicles, and the 2005 survey confirmed this finding.

Community Development Director Prince described how the San Francisco Airport’s Noise Office handles noise complaints, and he reviewed key provisions of Brisbane’s noise control ordinance.

Community Development Director Prince suggested that the City Council review the noise policies and programs and identify possible changes.

CM Conway observed that Brisbane has the highest number of aircraft noise complaints of all the communities around the airport.  He said complaint calls are answered by a recorder, and little is done to actually abate the noise.

CM Richardson stated that she was very concerned about the number of complaints from Brisbane residents.  She reported that the airport is conducting a noise study to compare current noise levels with levels over the past few years.  She said that when the study is completed, an airport representative can make a presentation and discuss the results with the City Council.

CM Conway commented that there is a lack of accountability with respect to airport noise.  He noted the airport blames the pilots, but there is no enforcement or consequence for noise violations.  He questioned whether the noise situation had improved at all over the past ten years.

City Manager Holstine noted that Brisbane requested and received a second noise monitoring station several years ago, so there has been increased monitoring.

Councilmembers expressed interest in inviting the airport’s noise director to make a presentation to the City Council about aircraft noise.

Mayor Barnes drew the Council’s attention to the General Plan policies and programs pertaining to noise.  He suggested deleting the second instance of the word “intrusive” from Policy 176; he noted the new sentence would read:  “Minimize the intrusion of unwanted noise on community life.”

CM Conway asked if the new Program 184c, requiring noise impact and mitigation studies for noise-sensitive uses and noise-impacted areas, would apply to construction in the Baylands.  He noted that the noise from the construction of the Tunnel Avenue Bridge resonated through Brisbane, exacerbating the disturbance.  Community Development Director Prince said that noise impacts and possible mitigation measures will be considered in the EIR.

Mayor Barnes questioned the meaning of “noise-sensitive uses.”  Community Development Director Prince explained that certain uses, such as residential and hospitals, have a higher sensitivity to noise than business and commercial uses, a distinction reflected in the City’s noise ordinance.  Mayor Barnes suggested that it might more sense to target the generators of noise rather than the people or uses receiving the impacts.  Community Development Director Prince said mitigation can work both ways.  He added that although a new use may not generate disturbing noise, it can be a problem if it is placed in an already sensitive area.

CM Richardson questioned the need for the new program.  Community Development Director Prince said Program 184c uses clearer language and modern terminology.  CM Waldo said he preferred the old language, and CM Richardson agreed.  Councilmembers asked the staff to redraft and clarify that program.

Councilmembers had no further comments on the General Plan policies and programs.  Mayor Barnes congratulated the City Council for completing its review of the General Plan.

CM Conway expressed appreciation to the Planning Commission for its hard work.

STAFF REPORTS

City Manager’s Report on upcoming activities

City Manager Holstine reported that the City’s consultant and staff were working on mitigation measures for the Sierra Point biotech project and expected to complete them soon.  He suggested setting aside time at the April 28 or May 5 meeting to review the final product.

CM Bologoff noted that the Solid Waste Subcommittee would be meeting on April 22.

Consider setting date for interviews of three applicants for the Parks, Beaches and Recreation Commission and two applicants for the Planning Commission

The Council decided to set April 28 as the date for interviewing three applicants for the PB&R Commission and two applicants for the Planning Commission.  After some discussion, Councilmembers agreed to schedule the first interview for 7:00 p.m. and start the Council meeting at 8:00 p.m.  City Manager Holstine said interviews could be held in the Library or at City Hall; he added that the staff will let Councilmembers know the location.

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS NO. 2
There were no members of the public who wished to address the City Council.

CLOSED SESSION

There being no further business, CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to adjourn to Closed Session.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present and the City Council adjourned to Closed Session at 8:07 p.m.
