CLOSED SESSION


A.
Conference with labor negotiator; Police Officers Association, pursuant to Government Code Section 54957.6

At 6:00 p.m., Councilmembers met in closed session in the Library Conference Room.

CALL TO ORDER/FLAG SALUTE

Mayor Waldo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and led the flag salute.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA

CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Conway, to adopt the agenda as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

BUDGET STUDY SESSION

A. Public Works Department

City Engineer/Public Works City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault referred to the budget for the Public Works Department, beginning on Page 131 of the budget binder.  He announced that the City of Brisbane just received a $200,000 grant for Safe Routes to School.  He said that since his last budget report to the City Council, the City also received a $550,000 grant for bike lanes on Bayshore Boulevard and advance construction authorization from the Federal Highway Administration for $300,000 for repair of the road at 837 Humboldt Road.  He commended the staff for pursuing these grant opportunities.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault proposed that the Council review the budget page by page.  He noted that Page 135 shows the overall departmental budget.

Mayor Waldo commented that on Page 137, the Department budget includes funds for the complete remodel of City emergency operations, and he asked what that entailed.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said the City Hall training room will continue to be used as the emergency operations center.  He noted that improvements will include individual phone lines, fold-up storage cabinets, and tack boards for displaying posters on the wall.

CM Bologoff observed that the response percentages at the bottom of Page 138 were 100 percent in past years, and he asked why the target dropped to 70 percent for next year.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault clarified that the goal is 70 percent, but response time is usually better.  He said, for example, that there have been many calls about weed abatement in recent weeks, and although is not a high priority, the department has a plan for addressing the problem areas.

CM Richardson said she noticed increases in small tools and supplies.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained that past years’ budgets provided for minor 2 or 3 percent increases.  He said maintenance teams meet regularly to review progress and plan for future needs, and the staff determined that there are ongoing shortages of small tools and supplies.  He added that the expenses were included in one category instead of being allocated among various activities.

Referring to Page 139, CM Barnes asked why there was such a major change in flexible benefits.  Administrative Services Manager Schillinger responded that the budget assumes that the people filling the positions are married with children, but the person hired was single and had no children.

CM Barnes asked how the number of trees shown on Page 140 was determined.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault stated that number was based on the amount allocated for this purpose.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger added that the City Manager’s budget includes $50,000 for follow-up activities resulting from the Davey Resource Group’s tree survey.

CM Barnes noted that Page 140 shows performance measures, and he questioned whether it was useful to track the number of citizen service requests from year to year.  He observed that there may not be a correlation between number of requests and work to be done.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said the City tracks number of requests, but they are not broken down by division.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger pointed out that Page 138 shows the total number of service requests received by the department.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault expressed a willingness to consider revising the performance measures to reflect useful indicators.

Referring to Page 142, CM Bologoff drew attention to Account 52235, professional services, and asked why the amounts fluctuated.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault pointed out that the total dollar amount has not changed much.  He explained that the account covers various kinds of services and supplies until they are allocated to a more specific category.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger stated that the $28,000 includes things like the HVAC system at City Hall, toilet rental at the corporation yard, and fire alarm maintenance.

CM Barnes asked where utilities for maintenance were being used.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger said the utilities in this category represent gas, water, and electricity used at City Hall and non-departmental facilities.  He added that utilities for specific departments are included in the individual department budgets.

CM Bologoff noted that Account 52232 shows $22,000 this year, and then drops to $13,000 for the next two years.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said this account covers primarily the HVAC costs that were moved to Account 52235.

Mayor Waldo observed that Page 152 shows a significant increase in Account 52232.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained that the funds were allocated for gopher control at Sierra Point.  He said damage from gophers can destroy landscaping, medians, and roadways if the problem is not addressed.

CM Richardson asked what the amount for professional services on Page 155 includes.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault responded that this category, which is completely reimbursable, reflects the salary of the project manager at Northeast Ridge.

Referring to Page 158, CM Barnes asked why depreciation decreased so much in 2006-07.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger said the amount was a projection at the time the budget was prepared, and actual figures for 2004-05 were not available at that time.  He advised that depreciation for 2007-08 is based on the 2004-05 actual figures and will be higher than 2008-09.

CM Barnes questioned the increase in utilities.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger said those amounts are the actual expenses for water pump stations.

On Page 159, CM Bologoff noted that one of the objectives is to develop a fire hydrant maintenance plan; he said he thought the City already had a hydrant maintenance plan.  City Engineer/Public Director Breault responded that the City has had no proactive scheduled maintenance plan for replacing parts on fire hydrants.

CM Bologoff asked about the item pertaining to disinfection.  City Engineer/Public Director Breault explained that the disinfection program is mandated by the Environmental Protection Agency’s increasing standards.

CM Richardson asked about the decrease in membership shown on Page 165.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger said the actual cost for 2007 is less than what was budgeted.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault indicated that *Engineer Fabry would be present later to discuss the NPDES program in more detail.

CM Bologoff asked for more information about AB 1546.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault responded that AB 1546, which was passed two years ago, allows counties to use a portion of vehicle registration fees for various congestion management activities, including stormwater and pollution control.  He said the City of Brisbane uses some of the funds for street sweeping.  

B.
Capital Improvement Plan

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault reviewed the proposed capital improvement budget, beginning on Page 223.  He said projects designated Priority A are the most urgent and should be done now, Priority B are ones that should be done in the near future, and Priority C projects are less important but desirable.  He noted that the four Priority A-1 projects are those for which funding has already been identified, and they include pavement maintenance, emergency operations improvements, design and conceptual planning for a new gymnasium, and the first phase of a Bayshore bikeway.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault recommended Council approval of the four projects.

Councilmembers expressed support for moving forward with the four A-1 projects.

The Council reviewed the list of proposed capital improvement projects and asked for more information about certain items.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained the purpose and scope of the projects.

Councilmembers recommended giving a high priority to the emergency fuel supply project. Administrative Services Director Schillinger advised that there were sufficient funds in the City’s reserves for this project.  City Manager Holstine requested an opportunity to discuss fuel storage options with City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault and Administrative Services Director Schillinger.

Councilmembers thanked City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault for his presentation.


C.
Administrative Services

Administrative Services Director Schillinger said Finance Department objectives for 2007-08 include adoption of a facility fee for new commercial construction, updating the City’s business license program, and finding funding for a new library and gymnasium; 2008-09 objectives include hiring a new audit firm and adding a Management Analyst position.

Administrative Services Director Schillinger noted that the Human Resources Department will be focusing on recruiting and training employees.

Councilmembers thanked Administrative Services Director Schillinger for his presentation.


D.
City Clerk

City Clerk Schroeder advised that the City’s Clerk’s proposed budget is basically the same as last year.  She said the only significant differences are funding to provide live Internet streaming and video archiving of Council meetings, replacement of microphones and an audio mixer, off-site records storage during the City Hall remodel, and the November election.

Councilmembers thanked City Clerk Schroeder for her presentation.

BUDGET ADOPTION

A. Consider adoption of Budget Resolutions



1.
City of Brisbane - Resolution No. 2007-14 adopting the two-year budget for Fiscal Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 and making appropriations for the amounts budgeted

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Richardson, to approve Resolution No. 2007-14 adopting the City of Brisbane budget with the amendments proposed.  

CM Barnes expressed concern that City expenditures continue to increase, but revenues are less than projections.  He said the City just learned that retail tax revenues for the last quarter will be lower than expected.  He noted that the City’s reserve target is 50 percent of operating expenses, and the budget projections indicate a 30 percent level will be achieved in about three years.  He

CM Barnes observed that proceeding with the emergency fuel supply capital project this year, as discussed by the Council earlier, will further deplete reserves by approximately $120,000.  He added that it would be unwise to expand services now unless there are assurances that the levels of expenditure can be sustained.

Administrative Services Director Schillinger advised that he will come back to the City Council after the first quarter with updated figures and a plan of action in case cuts are necessary.

City Manager Holstine recognized the ongoing need to balance the services the City offers to residents against financial constraints.  He cautioned that sales tax revenues could be as much as $750,000 less than projections.  He said that if the trend continues, the staff will identify areas of the budget that can be reduced to offset the decline in revenues.

CM Richardson noted that it might be prudent to defer hiring for new positions until updated projections are available.

CM Barnes suggested that the City Council consider imposing a limit on the level of indebtedness the City can incur.  For example, he said, 20 percent of the general fund might be an appropriate ceiling for debt.  

Administrative Services Director Schillinger said the major debts in the current general fund budget are repayment of the pension obligation bond to PERS, City bond payment, and retiree health benefits, totaling approximately $600,000 to $700,000 per year.  He estimated that this level would be about 5 percent of the general fund.  He noted that some other cities have adopted debt limitation policies, and he offered to provide information on what other cities have done.

CM Conway suggested having the Finance Subcommittee review the information and bring a recommendation to the City Council.

The motion was carried unanimously by all present.



2.
Brisbane Redevelopment Agency - Resolution No. RA 2007-01 adopting the two-year budget for Fiscal Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 and making appropriations for the amounts budgeted

Redevelopment Agency Board Member Conway made a motion, seconded by Redevelopment Agency Board Member Richardson, to approve Resolution No. RA 2007-01 adopting the Redevelopment Agency budget.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.



3.
Guadalupe Valley Municipal Improvement District - Resolution No. GVMID 2007-01 adopting the two-year budget for Fiscal Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 and making appropriations for the amounts budgeted

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to approve Resolution No. GVMID 2007-01 adopting the GVMID budget.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.


B.
Consider adoption of Resolution No. 2007-15 establishing the appropriation limit for Fiscal Year 2007-08

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Barnes, to adopt Resolution No. 2007-15 and an appropriation limit of $13,474,013.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

ORAL COMMUNICATIONS NO. 1

City Clerk Schroeder read a letter from Jeannine Berman-Hoskins Hodge thanking the Public Works Department for installing four new fire hydrants that were painted by members of the community.

Ron Colonna, Brisbane, expressed support for providing streaming video of City Council meetings.

Mr. Colonna urged the City to increase water pressure for the upper elevations of Brisbane, and said the budget should include a long-term solution to this well known problem.  He suggested cutting back on the City Hall meeting room amenities, which are not necessary for health and safety, and using funds to improve the water system instead.  He objected to spending money for convenience amenities when there are health and safety issues that should be addressed.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said the City’s water master plan was completed in 2003, and one of the improvements identified in that plan will address Mr. Colonna’s concerns about water pressure.  He noted that funds water and sewer projects can be done as funds become available from state bonds and rate increases.

Mayor Waldo made a motion, seconded by CM Barnes, to approve the April 16 minutes as presented.  The motion was carried, 3 - 0 - 2 (CM Conway and CM Bologoff abstaining).


K.
Introduce Ordinance No. 523, waiving first reading, amending Section 15.56.062 of the Municipal Code concerning “Basis for establishing the areas of special flood hazard”

CM Conway noted that Ordinance No. 523 had not been signed by the City Attorney.  City Attorney Baird said he would review and sign the ordinance.  Mayor Waldo proposed coming back to this item at the end of the meeting.

PUBLIC HEARINGS


A.
Consider adoption of an Urgency Ordinance No. 520 extending a moratorium on the establishment of new formula retail uses in the NCRO-1 and NCRO-2 Zoning Districts

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Barnes, to adopt Urgency Ordinance No. 520 as proposed.  

Mayor Waldo opened the public hearing.  There being no members of the public who wished to comment on this item, CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Richardson, to close the public hearing.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present and the public hearing was closed.

The motion was carried unanimously by all present.


B.
National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Stormwater Program Fees

Associate Civil Engineer Fabry recommended that the City Council adopt the resolution imposing annual fees to fund the local stormwater program for Brisbane.  He said that as a co-permittee under the San Mateo County-wide municipal stormwater permit, Brisbane contributes a proportional share of funds to the general County program.  He noted that Brisbane pays a basic fee and an additional fee that increases with the cost of living.

Associate Civil Engineer Fabry advised that Brisbane’s participation in the County program entails maintenance activities, identification of illicit discharges, commercial inspections, and public information.  He said Brisbane’s annual parcel tax assessment will be approximately $53,455.

CM Richardson commented that Associate Civil Engineer Fabry made an excellent presentation about the NPDES program at a recent City and County Association of Governments (C/CAG) meeting, and she expressed her appreciation for his efforts.

CM Barnes noted that Brisbane’s total NPDES budget is $74,596, of which $53,455 comes from the parcel tax assessment and the remainder from the general fund.  He observed that the portion from the general fund is steadily increasing and suggested that Brisbane consider a general election to increase the parcel tax contribution in the future.

Associate Civil Engineer Fabry stated that the Regional Water Quality Control Board is considering adopting a Bay Area-wide municipal permit that would replace the county-by-county permit.  Because the requirements may be increasing as part of that program, he recommended waiting until the Regional Water Quality Control Board issues a tentative order before holding an election to increase the parcel tax assessment.

CM Barnes asked about the possibility of offering discounts to residences and businesses that install green roofs.  Associate Civil Engineer Fabry responded the parcel fees are based on estimated impacts on stormwater runoff, and incentives to reduce runoff from impervious surfaces can certainly be considered.  CM Barnes expressed interest in pursuing this possibility.

CM Bologoff noted that Page 2 estimates the stormwater impact of a typical single-family home is $9.48 for the local program.

Open the Public Hearing and take public comment.  Close the Public Hearing and, if appropriate, overrule any objections to the imposition of fees related to the NPDES program


Mayor Waldo opened the public hearing.  There being no members of the public who wished to address the Council on this issue, CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Richardson, to close the public hearing.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present and the public hearing was closed.

Adopt Resolution No. 2007-13 imposing charges for funding the local Brisbane Stormwater Program, authorizing placement of said charges on the 2007-2008 County Tax Roll, and authorizing the County Tax Collector to collect such charges


CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Conway, to adopt Resolution No. 2007-13 as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.


C.
Consider adoption of Resolution No. 2007-16 adopting a Master Fee Schedule

CM Conway said he did not see water heater replacement permit fees in the Master Fee Schedule.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger indicated he would need to check with the Community Development Department to identify what category included those fees.

Mayor Waldo opened the public hearing.  There being no members of the public who wished to address the Council on this matter, CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Conway, to close the public hearing.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present and the public hearing was closed.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to adopt Resolution No. 2007-16 as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

At 8:08 p.m., the City Council took a brief recess.  Mayor Waldo reconvened the meeting at 8:20 p.m.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to introduce Ordinance No. 523 as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

OLD BUSINESS


A.
Receive information on how new sewer customers are charged for service prior to having a usage history

Administrative Services Director Schillinger explained that the City’s sewer rates are based on average winter water usage.  For new customers without a winter usage history, he said, initial rates are based on a Citywide average for winter water usage, or approximately 10 units every two months.  Once actual winter usage rates are determined, he noted, customers with more than 2.5 people in their households experience a significant increase and then complain to the City.  To avoid this problem, Administrative Services Director Schillinger recommended asking new users how many people are in their household, and then setting initial rates based on average usage per person. 

Councilmembers expressed support for this approach.

CM Conway commented that some people may be reluctant to provide personal information to the City.  Administrative Services Director Schillinger suggested using the Citywide average for those customers.


B.
Consider approval of the plans and specifications for City Hall Improvement Project No. 9502 and authorize staff to publish the Notice Inviting Bids

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault explained that there are five reasons for the City Hall remodel project:  to seismically upgrade the building, redesign and upgrade the police facilities, relocate the Parks and Recreation Department staff to a single building, build a community meeting room, and add accessibility and HVAC improvements.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault referred to the staff report in the meeting packet for a chronology of meetings, background information about the project, and cost estimates.  He noted the total cost will be approximately $6.1 million, reflecting the more detailed plans and specifications and increases in the costs of construction and materials since the 2004 estimate of $4.2 million.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault reported that the Council’s City Facilities Subcommittee reviewed the plans on May 29 and asked the architect to reduce the scope of some aspects of the project to help control costs.  He noted that eliminating the building towers and reducing some of the landscaping and site improvements could lower costs by about $450,000, but would also limit the space and usability of the facility.  He recommended that the City Council approve the plans and specifications for the entire project at this time.

City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said the materials in the meeting packet also describe financing options for the project.  

CM Conway asked what kinds of seismic upgrades were proposed.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault said the seismic portion of the work includes installation of shear walls, tying shear walls to the slab, and connection components.  He described the location of the shear walls.

CM Conway asked about the restroom fixtures selected for this project.  Consultant Rob Cardin stated that the fixtures were chosen by a mechanical engineer for their functionality and durability.  He said the costs indicated in the meeting packet include plumbing and installation.  He added that plumbing and labor costs have increased more than other building materials.

CM Conway asked about use of waterless urinals.  Consultant Rob Cardin responded that his firm has used waterless urinals in a few other projects.  He said waterless urinals save water, but they tend to require more maintenance.  He added that they were not considered for this project because the design of the water system had already been completed.  CM Conway recommended investigating the possibility of waterless urinals.  

CM Conway expressed support for staff’s recommendation to seek a bid on the entire project.

CM Conway asked about the cost of the new meeting room.  Consultant 
Rob Cardin said the meeting room costs had not been separated out from the costs of the other components.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault advised that changing the features of the meeting room would not save much.  He said the Council would need to re-evaluate the original design assumptions and decide whether a community meeting room should be provided at City Hall.  He noted the alternative would be to redesign the space and continue using the second floor of the building for storage.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault cautioned that building a meeting room later would be more expensive than including it in this remodel project.  He estimated that the audio-visual system and other meeting room improvements probably cost about $250,000 to $300,000.  

CM Bologoff asked about the purpose of the two rooms between the second-floor restrooms.  City Engineer/Public Works Director Breault responded that the small rooms next to the water closets were showers for the Police Department.  He said another shower is located in the accessible stall area.

CM Bologoff noted that the June 7 letter identifies eight items that could be eliminated or changed.  He recommended not reducing any space inside City Hall or eliminating any lighting.  He pointed out that the meeting room will be used for a variety of purposes in addition to City Council meetings.  He advocated moving forward with the remodel project, including the community meeting room.  

CM Bologoff recalled that when the City Council first considered the project in 2002, the estimate was approximately $2 million, and costs have escalated since then.  He observed that additional delays will just make the project more expensive when it is done.  He spoke in favor of proceeding to put the project out to bid.

CM Richardson agreed that the longer the City waits, the more expensive the project will be.  She supported the staff recommendation. 

CM Barnes said he would prefer eliminating some features to reduce project costs.  He clarified that he supported the remodel and hoped it would move forward soon.  CM Barnes recommended eliminating the tower at the entry to the meeting room and the other items identified by the staff.  He noted that the City already issued bonds for $5.5 million, and now an additional $1.3 million will be needed.  CM Barnes said he articulated his concerns earlier about reducing spending.

CM Conway expressed support for soliciting bids for the full remodel package.  He noted the City Council can consider reductions after the bids are received.

CM Richardson made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to approve the plans and specifications as recommended by the staff and authorize publication of the Notice Inviting Bids.

Ron Colonna noted that building the community meeting room now might not be prudent, given the concerns Councilmembers articulated about controlling expenditures.  He recommended that the City establish a sinking fund to finance the project several years from now.  He noted that compounding interest would offset increased construction and material costs, and this option would save a considerable amount of interest.

Mr. Colonna said he would rather have the City spend funds on more urgent safety items, such as increasing water pressure at upper elevations.  He urged the City Council to postpone construction of the meeting room and set up a sinking fund to finance the program.  

The motion was carried, 4 - 1 (CM Barnes opposed).

CM Barnes noted that a sinking fund would have to earn more than 9 percent interest per year to keep up with escalating construction costs.  He expressed doubt about the City’s ability to find such a high-yielding investment.

City Manager’s Report on upcoming activities

City Manager Holstine said he had nothing new to report.

CM Bologoff congratulated the City Manager and staff for completion of the City’s first two-year budget.  Councilmembers expressed their appreciation to the staff for this effort.

CM Richardson said the Airport Roundtable will be meeting in alternate months rather than monthly.

CM Richardson advised that there are two vacant ABAG seats and two candidates.  She said she wants to continue representing Brisbane on ABAG and Nadia Holober will be running for the Daly City position.  CM Richardson indicated that she planned to attend the meeting and vote on Brisbane’s behalf.

Request for Proclamations from San Mateo County Central Labor Council

CM Richardson reported that she received a letter from the San Mateo County Central Labor Council requesting proclamations.  Councilmembers expressed support for issuing the proclamations as requested.
