CALL TO ORDER/FLAG SALUTE

ADOPTION OF AGENDA

Mayor Bologoff said he had a request to remove Item A from the Consent Calendar for further discussion.  He announced noted the Council also needs to meet in Closed Session for the purpose of discussing one liability claim before adjourning for refreshments. 

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to adopt the agenda as amended.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

CM Conway made a motion, seconded by CM Waldo, to approve Items B and C.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

Approve the following resolutions to refund the City’s 2001A Redevelopment Bonds and reduce the annual payment made by the Development Agency

Finance Director Schillinger said the City Council authorized him in August to pursue refinancing of the City’s 2001 redevelopment bonds at a more favorable interest rate.  He reported that the City is able to obtain an interest rate of 5.03 percent, which will result in about $1.5 million in savings.  He noted the savings will allow the City to pursue capital projects at Sierra Point and elsewhere, and he recommended approval of the resolutions.

Finance Director Schillinger introduced Marty Johnson, the City’s financial advisor, to answer questions.  CM Barnes asked about the difference between the par amount and the refunded par amount.  Mr. Johnson explained the difference between the par amount the City will pay off and the par amount that will be issued will be used to pay principal and interest on the existing bonds plus transaction costs.  He added that there is also a small reserve fund.
