City Clerk Schroeder presented the results of the November 8 election.  She reported that Brisbane had a 62 percent voter turnout.   Councilmembers Barnes and Richardson were re-elected, and two new Councilmembers were elected, Clarke Conway and Steve Waldo.

CM Barnes made a motion, seconded by CM Bologoff, to adopt Resolution No. 2005-67 as proposed.  The motion was carried unanimously by all present.

Retiring CM Panza extended his best wishes to the new City Council and left the dais.

Election of new Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem

CM Waldo nominated CM Bologoff for Mayor, and the nomination was seconded by CM Barnes.  There were no other nominations.  By unanimous acclamation, the Council elected CM Bologoff Mayor.

CM Conway nominated CM Waldo for Mayor Pro Tem, and the nomination was seconded by CM Bologoff.  There were no other nominations.  By unanimous acclamation, the Council elected CM Waldo Mayor Pro Tem.

City Clerk Schroeder administered the oath of office to the new Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem.
