CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING:  50 Park Place; Use Permit UP-13-09, Use Permit for 70 Ft. Tall Telecommunications Tower with up to 9 Antennas and 63+/- Ft. Tall Temporary Mobile Cell Tower; West Coast Towers LLC, applicant; City of Brisbane, owner; APN 005-201-130

Commissioner Hunter moved to continue the item to the meeting of December 10, 2009, at the request of the City Engineer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Parker and unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS

PUBLIC HEARING:  130-132 Visitacion Avenue; Design Permit DP-2-09 & Use Permit UP-10-09; Single-Family Residential Unit Proposed Between Existing Commercial Buildings; William L. Riddle, applicant; Anna Lam et al., owners; APN 007-271-040


Senior Planner Tune summarized the agenda report and responded to questions from the Commission.  

Chairperson Maturo opened the public hearing.

William Riddle introduced himself as architect for the project.  He and Daniel Lam, one of the owners of the property, responded to questions from the Commission regarding the potential for the proposed building to be converted into a duplex and for the exercise room, study and home office to be converted into bedrooms.

Terry O’Connell expressed concerns about the project’s parking impacts, given the number of potential bedrooms, including the existing rear storage building.

With no one else wishing to speak, a motion to close the public hearing by Commissioner Hunter, with a second by Commissioner Lentz, was approved by a 4-0 vote.  


The Commissioners discussed the project’s potential parking impacts; although, it was noted that no parking exceptions were requested.  It was recognized that more on-street parking would be available at night for the occupants of the building     

Commissioner Hunter moved to approve the project subject to the recommended conditions of approval.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Lentz and unanimously approved.

ITEMS INITIATED BY STAFF


Senior Planner Tune noted that applications for two seats on the Planning Commission, one being vacated by Commissioner Lentz and one currently occupied by Commissioner Munir, is December 18, 2009.
